3. NATIONAL MEETINGS OF TREE-LINED AVENUE STAKEHOLDERS – 4th edition

3.1. Background

The National Meetings, launched in 2022, were based on the following observation:

◼ numerous problems are threatening public and private tree-lined avenues
◼ best practices exist and need to be shared
◼ there is no longer a forum for sharing experiences dedicated to this specific topic.

3.2. Objectives

◼ O1. To create a recurring event, held around the time of European Tree-Lined Avenues Day (20 October), to shine a 
spotlight on tree-lined avenues.

◼ O2. Share best practices regarding the management, renewal, enhancement and extension of tree-lined avenues, and 
identify the challenges

◼ O3. Involve managers in the organisation and running of the event and support them in identifying, in practical 
terms, their best practices and the issues to be highlighted on the ground

◼ O4. Establish links and create a resource community among as many different stakeholders as possible – 
professionals, administrators and voluntary sector representatives – across all fields related to tree-
lined avenues

3.3. Concept

◼ to re-establish a forum for the exchange of experiences open to all relevant stakeholders, going beyond just 
departmental road managers

◼ facilitate practical exchanges, with a site visit in the morning (followed by in-depth discussions in the afternoon), and a 
deliberately limited audience

◼ change regions to reach a wider audience

5. FOLLOW-UP TO THE GUIDELINES FOR THE IMPLEMENTATION OF ARTICLE L350-3 
OF THE ENVIRONMENTAL CODE

5.1. Background and objectives

Published in 2023 following the entry into force of the decree implementing Article L350-3 of the Environment Code, it aims to:

◼ O1. Explain what a tree-lined avenue is
◼ O2. Explain how trees function (to prevent damage)
◼ O3. Assist with the interpretation of the Environment Code
◼ O4. Provide references to best practice
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5.2. Distribution

◼ complete guide, 74 pages
– available free of charge at www.allees-avenues.eu since 2023
– Print version available to order online since 2025

◼ Abridged version, 20 pages, available to order online. Large-scale distribution to local authorities is pending funding
◼ recommended in 2025, for example, in the guide by the Community of Communes (in collaboration with CAUE Ain-Sud) 

on traditional buildings or in the guide ‘Racines & Réseaux: (a)ménager la cohabitation’ by Plante & Cité.

C. ARTISTIC FIELD

6. ALLEE DE TRAMPOT ARTISTIC OBSERVATORY – 6th edition

6.1. Background

The establishment of the Artistic Observatory of the Allée de Trampot (Vosges) in 2020 stemmed from the following observation:

◼ The avenue (RD 427) is the last large-scale avenue in the Vosges (3.3 km).
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◼ It holds a special place in the recent history of avenues: it was the catalyst for the publication of the white paper
‘Road infrastructure – tree-lined avenues in the landscape’ by the Council of Europe (2012) and Article
L350-3 of the French Environmental Code (2016)).

◼ Affected by the chalarosis, it is still holding up fairly well overall, but some trees have had to be felled and further felling is 
expected in the coming years.

6.2. Concept and objectives

The aim is to accompany the evolution of the avenue (its decline / replanting) through a series of sensitive observations carried out 
by artists and to involve the public in this process.

The objectives of the artistic observatory are:

◼ O1. Document the evolution of the walkway in a subjective manner – through graphic art, videos, photographs and 
sculptures

◼ O2. Shine an ‘unconventional’ spotlight on the lanes to raise awareness amongst the general public
◼ O3. Turn a burden – the management of the avenue – into an asset for a rural area
◼ O4. Contribute to the European cultural route project for lanes
◼ O5. Inspire other stakeholders and managers

6.3. Content

◼ José Le Piez’s second artist-in-residence programme to create a sculpture from an ash log from the avenue, from 18 June 
to 25 June 2025

◼ To mark the 20th anniversary of the village residents’ campaign to save the Trampot Avenue, a retrospective of previous 
residencies featuring three major exhibitions and a concert:
– Wayne Gudmundson (American photographer) from 26 April to 25 May 2025: 25 outstanding photographs of the 

Trampot avenue, set within the local landscape (other avenues that have been maintained or have fallen into 
disrepair) – in the Trampot village hall
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– Wayne Gudmundson: the same exhibition from 10 July 2025 to 5 October 2025 at the North Dakota Museum of Art 

(USA)
– Constance Fulda (French visual artist) from 21 June to 20 July 2025: 232 prints from her artist residencies in 

Trampot since 2020, 50 cm x 50 cm on Japanese paper, presented as an art installation (4-metre-high columns 
displayed in Trampot Church)

◼ Provision of furniture by Styles Décoration 1884, in Liffol-le-Grand
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◼ Provision of workspaces and storage areas for the columns
◼ Production of mounting frames for the prints, handling of the columns, hanging and taking down of the works, storage of 

equipment
◼ For the catalogues, photography of the 232 prints (50 cm x 50 cm) followed by scanning by photographers
◼ Exhibition openings with the support of Trampot Town Hall.
◼ Exhibition maintenance (including hanging and taking down the photographs each week – due to humidity issues)
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6.5. Artists’ Commitment

Because the artists of the Observatoire artistique are people of great humanity, and because they are convinced that the work of 
ALLEES-AVENUES /allées d’avenir/ is essential to preserving the heritage of the avenues, Wayne Gudmundson, Constance 
Fulda and José Le Piez have donated their works to the association so that we may continue to raise awareness, through these 
works, of the importance of this heritage.

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6.7. Audience

The Observatory creates high-quality cultural events in rural areas and offers a unique opportunity to interact with the artists 
during the exhibition openings and the concert.

This year, we recorded the attendance of:

◼ 80 people for the photography exhibition
◼ 80 people for the art installation (plus those attending a mass in the church housing the installation)
◼ 49 people for the Arbrassons concert.

The audience was made up as follows:

◼ residents of Trampot:
– some of whom never attend the village’s few cultural events and who expressed what

the trees and their absence evoked
– some of whom, having visited in 2024, returned for the concert, bringing along parents, children and grandchildren

◼ residents of neighbouring villages and the wider region
◼ a few tourists (French and foreign)
◼ road maintenance staff, who spoke of the care they take of the distinctive trees that form part of their working environment
◼ around fifteen arboriculture experts with whom Didier Maginel, mayor of Trampot, was able to talk for over an hour
◼ a few amateur photographers
◼ Mayor Didier Maginel, a regular at every event, and Dominique Humbert, a departmental councillor and vice-president of 

the community of communes responsible for culture, who has attended in the past and was particularly
impressed

6.8. Feedback

The Observatory changes the way we look at the trees lining the avenues, refines our sensitivity to art, and stirs emotions, 
whether it be an elected representative unfamiliar with exhibitions who instantly recognises the photographic quality of Wayne 
Gudmundson’s shots, or an ONF officer who notes that the ash tree patterns recorded by Constance Fulda are all different, as if 
each tree had a personality, in contrast to the archetypal image of ash bark that we learn to recognise as professionals…

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D. CALL TO ACTION

7. CARCASSONNE DECLARATION ON ROAD SAFETY AND TREE-LINED AVENUES

7.1. Background

The international symposium ‘The Essential Beauty of Tree-Lined Avenues’ concluded in 2023 with three key initiatives:

◼ dissemination of the symposium’s content (making the presentations available to the public and publishing the proceedings)
◼ continuing to gather support for the Carcassonne Declaration on tree-lined avenues and road safety
◼ initiating work on tourist routes and a European cultural route for tree-lined avenues

7.2. Objectives

◼ O2. To provide decision-makers with arguments and a tool to move away from the concept of the ‘forgiving road’ in 
relation to tree-lined avenues, so that trees can be replanted

The ‘Carcassonne Declaration’ highlights the vital importance of tree-lined avenues for life and the need to abandon rules on 
planting distances from the kerb, as these act as a barrier to the preservation and replanting of tree-lined avenues. The ultimate 
aim is to ensure that French, European and global road safety authorities take this into account.

This tool is more essential than ever:

◼ in early 2025, the association ‘40 Million Motorists’ launched a petition entitled ‘Should the plane trees along the roadsides 
be felled?’ and called for the installation of crash barriers in front of all trees, a measure that is technically
incompatible with maintaining the existing tree-lined avenues, as shown in the photos below
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◼ Many local authorities continue to impose minimum planting distances of 4 m or even 7 m in their high street regulations, 
which is incompatible with replanting options

◼ CEREMA, a public body under the supervision of the Ministry for Ecological Transition and the Ministry for Regional 
Planning, presented yet another tool at the end of 2025 to assist with the selection of roadside plantings
which continues to promote these minimum planting distances derived from a guide that is over 20 years old

Following the support for the Carcassonne Declaration from French, British and German elected representatives, which was 
secured and published on our website in 2024, we have:

◼ pub l i shed  a press release entitled ‘Road safety: no, trees are not the problem’ (see Appendix)
◼ continued to promote it, both in France and abroad: an Italian translation has been produced by our partners at Storia della 

città
◼ The Declaration was mentioned in the article in *Matériel et Paysage* dated 13 November 2025 as a counterpoint to the 

Cerema tool referred to

7.3. Next steps

◼ continued search for signatories, in France and abroad
◼ need to engage with CEREMA

8. DRAFT LAW ON TREES OUTSIDE FORESTS

For many years, CAUE 77 and the A.R.B.R.E.S. association have been working to secure the adoption of a law to protect trees 
outside forests.

We were approached in early 2025 to lend our support to the ‘Explanatory and Presentation Document for the Proposed Law to 
Protect Trees Outside Forests’.

◼ ALLEES-AVENUES /allées d’avenir/ fully supports the principle of legislation to protect trees outside forests.
◼ However, ALLEES-AVENUES /allées d’avenir/ cannot, as it stands, support the document as prepared: it fails to explain 

what distinguishes trees in avenues and their current protection (which encompasses the protection of the structure,
(which focuses on the grounds for felling and compensation), it runs the risk that the specific nature of Article L350-3 will not 
be understood by legislators and that the protection of the avenues will be lost

E. TOOLKIT
With all the work produced to date, we are now making a comprehensive ‘toolkit’ available to all stakeholders wishing to promote 
or preserve the heritage of the avenues; the various tools can be combined as required:

[Comic] “L’Allée des frênes”: leave the trees alone!

Mathieu Flammarion takes a bird’s-eye view and tells the story of a village’s resistance to the 
felling of century-old trees. A documentary fiction that invites us to change our perspective on 
living things.

We’ve all seen them before whilst driving along a country lane: those rows of trees,
arranged with military precision, lending height to a landscape of endless flatness. With our heads 
buried in the steering wheel, we usually ignore them, no doubt too focused, and too ignorant too.

And when we do hear about them, it’s in less than flattering terms: they’re said to be responsible for 
road accidents, immobile ‘killers’ against which no car body can withstand, and which must therefore 
be felled. A rather flimsy argument… This is what inspired Mathieu Flammarion, a multi-talented artist 
who, in the past, has already produced several fanzines on the rural world, its changes and its collective 
struggles.

L’Allée des frênes stems from a twofold collaboration: firstly with Actes Sud BD and its ‘Domaine du 
possible’ collection, which, as we read, aims to ‘paint a sensitive portrait of men and women embarking 
on a process of transition, a growing awareness of their
environment and decide to take action”.

Then, in 2018, came ALLÉES-AVENUES/allées d’avenir, a Nancy-based association that
seeks to protect and promote tree-lined avenues in France. That year, in the Vosges, the first 
international scientific symposium on the subject was organised. There, the author
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writing and drawing, because the ‘human stories’ that accompany the stories of trees deserve to be 
known beyond the circle of experts.

Before delving into the detailed scientific, historical and technical arguments in the afterword, let us 
turn to fiction. We are in Rouvremont, a fictional town where a piece of news is causing a stir among 
the residents: the planned felling of around a hundred hundred-year-old ash trees planted along the
Aubronne valley, which are ‘sick’ or even ‘dying’, endangering users and damaging the road 
infrastructure in the process.

Whilst some locals are resigned and indifferent to the matter, Mahaut, a young market gardener, is 
stepping up to the plate. For a start, her plot is right next door, and she cannot imagine ‘living without 
that path’. Alongside her, others are protesting against this impending ‘devastation’.

Legal action is then launched, alongside other more direct initiatives: a petition, leaflets… But time is 
of the essence, as the county authorities are moving in on the site.
Mahaut, accompanied by Xavier, also part of the movement, opts for a radical solution: to become a 
‘squirrel’, the nickname given to those environmental activists who climb the branches to prevent the 
felling.

The trees belong to everyone!

Because “the trees belong to everyone!”, she argues, and we must, come what may, “defend their 
beauty, their power and their benefits”. Down below, the “rabbits” stand their ground against all
intervention (by the police, tree surgeons, etc.) and attract media attention – at least from those outlets 
that don’t refer to a ‘green dictatorship’. And up above, perched eight metres off the ground, the young 
activist
rediscovers life from a different perspective…

There was already Alessandro Pignocchi, a researcher and author who, drawing on ethology, spoke of 
the need to develop and nurture our connections with plants, animals and the land,
sometimes in a subversive manner (La Recomposition des mondes, 2019). Now there is Mathieu Flammarion 
who, in turn, invites the reader (like his characters) to look up, to
to take a step back and fight to protect the environment in the face of political inaction. And what better 
argument could there be than its little panels, which celebrate, in rich colours, the simplicity of nature, 
teeming with life and hidden beauty.

Better still: his narrative, which follows a fairly conventional structure, is enriched at the end of the 
book by a feature by Chantal Pradines (General Delegate of ALLÉES-AVENUES/allées d’avenir). Here 
we learn of the importance of these trees planted along the roadside, as beautiful as ‘cathedrals’ and
passionately championed, at the time, by the President of the French Republic, Georges Pompidou.

Beyond their mere ‘ornament’ and ‘aesthetic appeal’, they are useful (for wildlife, flora, humans, the earth, the 
air…) and, through their long history, they constitute an exceptional cultural heritage
that ‘links the past to the present’. For all these reasons, before felling a hundred-year-old ash or oak, 
lean against its trunk and listen closely. It might just tell you its story.

The story

In the village of Mahaut, home to an independent market gardener, the hundred-year-old ash trees lining 
the road are set to be felled. Rejecting this decision by the local council, the villagers are rediscovering 
the history of these trees and campaigning for the avenue of ash trees to be recognised as a cultural, 
natural and landscape heritage site. Accompanied by Xavier, an enthusiastic member of the movement,
Mahaut will have no choice but to climb a tree and tie herself to it for several days to stage a protest in 
the branches…
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What is an artistic installation in a Qilse?
The building in which we find ourselves is a phytonomy. It is 
a self-constructed structure of branches – an artistic 
installation by Constance Guida.

The work of the artist—of all 
artists—is to create, that is to say, 
to make something new out of 
what already exists, using what 
they see and what we have not 
yet seen. That is the case here. 
We could have walked for years 
along the path leading to TiainpoL 
and never seen what Constancy 
Fulda shows us.

The invisible beyond the visible. 
Is this not also the path that ‘I’ 
leads us, believers, to take in 
faith? * So, the works of art
